Randy Pierce is a passionate Lion, visionary leader, and powerful
storyteller whose life embodies the Lions’ mission of service,
community, and impact. A proud member of the Concord, New
Hampshire Lions Club and associate member of the Hudson Lions
Club, Randy has spent decades turning adversity into achievement —
and using those achievements to inspire, empower, and mobilize
others.

In 1989, at just 22 years old, Randy lost his sight to a rare neurological
disease. Rather than retreat, he transformed that challenge into a catalyst for growth. Today, he is a
two-time national marathon champion, a finisher of numerous marathons and ultra-marathons, and
has climbed all 48 of New Hampshire’s 4,000-foot peaks, as well as summiting Mount Kilimanjaro in
Africa. Along the way, he has completed Tough Mudders, earned a second-degree black belt in karate,
and even been inducted into the Pro Football Hall of Fame as a fan.

Randy’s teadership in Lionism extends far beyond his club roles. He has been featured in Lions
Magazine, served as a keynote speaker at the Lions USA-Canada Leadership Forum, and delivered
inspiring presentations to audiences across North America. As the President and CEO of Future In
Sight — New Hampshire’s statewide nonprofit supporting people with vision loss — Randy takes the
Lions mission even further, advancing inclusion, empowerment, and independence for thousands of
individuals and families each year.

An accomplished speaker who has addressed audiences from Google and Microsoft to MIT and
Boston University, Randy’s presentations are a blend of energy, humor, and hard-earned wisdom.
Whether sharing lessons on leadership and resilience, strategies for overcoming adversity, or insights
into service and collaboration, he equips audiences with tools to transform challenges into
opportunities and to lead with purpose — the very heart of Lionism.

Randy’s journey proves that vision is far more than sight — it is the ability to imagine a better world and
the courage to help build it. That’s the message he brings to every Lions stage he steps onto.
